We take the Glungezerbahn to the moun-
tain station. From there, we trudge on 
snowshoes along snow-covered paths to 

our destination, the summit cross on the 
Schartenkogel. The view of the Karwendel, 
Inntal and Voldertal valleys is fantastic 
from here. On the way back, we fortify 
ourselves with Tyrolean delicacies at the 
Tulfein Alm. You then return to the lift 
station and take the cable car back down 
into the valley.

If the registration deadline  
falls on a public holiday, registration must be completed by 12 noon on the previous working day at the latest.
