Hall was the � rst town in Tyrol to have 
a water pipe from the Halltal valley in 
1411, which fed the public fountains and 
supplied the town and its inhabitants with 
precious drinking water. Over the cen-
turies, numerous fountains in the public 
space have been created by artists. We 
still encounter them in the cityscape to-
day. Also the general history of Hall will 
not be neglected either with this tour. A 
journey of discovery of a di� erent kind!
